Galveston Today:  Mayor Joe Jaworski gave a brief State of the City.  UTMB $3 billion project, tourism, and wharf are booming.  A question was asked when would the west end receive sewer, drainage repairs, and road repair and according to Mayor Joe Jaworski no sewer will be installed on the west end until 2015.  The Mayor is excited about the Pleasure Pier opening before Memorial Day and expects tens of thousands coming to Galveston every day.  There will be shuttles service all over the City and businesses will do well.
The Port of Galveston is booming with the following:

·  new cruise ships and this will bring more visitors to the island.
·  Gulf Copper is expanding into building off shore vessels.  
· The new Navy USS Fort Worth ship will be commissioned in Galveston in September.
· Pier 10 is expanding for Wallenous off/on shipments.
· They will be rehabbing the pier for the Elissa Tall Ship.
· There are lots of activities at the Port for in and out shipments of wind turbines.  
· To date, 19,700 head of cattle has been shipped from the Port.
· Pier 16 is getting a $4 million expansion and upgrading Pier 16 to 18 for Del Monte with $10 million expansion.
Erosion Response Plan:  April 12, 2012 a meeting will be held with the City Council.

Voter Registration: Split your vote, you can vote in Galveston for your Galveston owned property and your spouse can vote at your residence.

Next meeting.  The April 21st meeting will be a candidate forum and will be held at Moody Gardens.
